The overall objective of the research was to assess and advance membrane integrity monitoring methods for microfiltration (MF) and ultrafiltration (UF) membrane filtration processes. Over the past decade,  low-pressure membrane filtration has been well established as a disinfection and clarification process in the water industry. However, there is currently a lack of information on assessment  and selection of the methods used for monitoring the integrity of these processes; in particular information that has been derived from full-scale testing and validation.
